He then outlines a detailed
normative philosophical theory of prudence and morality
based on neuroscience and lived human experience. The
result demonstrates how this theory coheres with and
explains the behavioral neuroscience, showing how each
brain region and capacity interacts to give rise to
normatively prudent and moral behavior.
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
